INFORMATION ABOUT LIFE CONDITIONS:
Food:

Volunteer will receive money for food every month from coordinating institution (around 80 EUR).
Accommodation:

Volunteer will be accommodated in a room with access to kitchen and bathroom.
Volunteers live together, they usually have double rooms. 

In flats are pillows, duvet covers, pillow cases and washing machine.
Volunteer will sign an additional agreement on terms and conditions of using the apartment.
The practical arrangements (working hours, days off per week, holidays):

Volunteer will work from Monday to Friday, no longer than 6 hours a day. Usually from 9 a.m. to 3 p.m. Volunteer will have 2 days off per month (20 days a year). All Polish holidays are also free for volunteer.

Pocket money:

Volunteer will receive pocket money every month- 85 euro (in polish zlotys). 
Money will be transfer every month to volunteer. 
Local transport:

Volunteer will get monthly ticket for trams and buses in Krakow (including the workplace to the residence)

Language support:

Language support will be arranged by coordinating institution – volunteers will receive opportunity to participate in lessons in small groups (up to 3 students) with professionals polish teacher. Classes will be adjusted to language abilities of volunteer. Volunteer can also practice Polish with mentor.

Short description:

EVS project 'Voice of the voiceless' will be implemented in Krakow and the surrounding area. The duration will be 18 months, while the activities of volunteers in the host organizations will continue for 10 months.  6 volunteers from Germany, Spain and Portugal will take part in project. For 10 months of volunteering will be held in four centers in Krakow: Autism Center, Community of Hope Foundation, Stowarzyszenie KFT and Niepubliczny Młodzieżowy Dom Kultury KFT. The objectives of the project is firstly to sensitize young people to the problems of children and young people and those with disabilities. Another goal is to increase the basic skills and professional qualifications of European volunteers, strengthening their position in the labor market against the threat of unemployment, which is currently experiencing a large percentage of European youth. International experience, including acquisition of specific professional skills and the training of basic skills will be useful in future job and can prevent the situation of unemployment. 

EVS Project is a space for creative action to improve the situation of –children, youth and people with disability – with whom volunteers will work. The title "Voice of the voiceless" is because both the needs and the voices of children, young people and people with disabilities are often not heard by the general public. European volunteers through their work and support to listen the voices of the vulnerable people with whom they will work and through their actions show what an important role in society has both the youngest, youth and people with disabilities and how important it is to work for these groups.
Volunteers will work in the following institutions:
- Krakowska Fabryka Talentów (Two volunteers)- Cracow Talent Factory Association  from the very beginning works on cultural projects directed to children. There was more than 400 participants from Cracow and surroundings so far. These projects aim at balancing the educational, cultural and social differences between youth (9-18 year-olds) coming from various social background. The participants have opportunity to develop their talents and passions through attractive forms of activities. The activities offered by Cracow Talent Factory Association include various dance and theatre classes, singing and journalist workshops. Moreover, in the meantime the youth participates in shows, art festivals and dance workshops in different Polish cities.
- Centrum Autyzmu (2 volunteers) -  The Centre  is an educational establishment addressed for autistic and mentally disabled  children and youth, consisting  of kindergarten, primary school, secondary school and vocational centre, located in two premises. For younger students the Centre provides early childhood intervention. Centre’s mission is to create an atmosphere where everyone feels comfortable and safe. Centre of Autism is the place where student’s needs are noticed and fulfilled, going along with  parents and staff needs to achieve the highest learning outcomes.
- Niepubliczny Młodzieżowy Dom Kultury Krakowska Fabryka Talentów (1 volunteer) - Cracow Talents Factory Cultural Centre organises educational, art and social activities for children and youth (3-18 year-olds). Cultural Centre cooperates with City Social Center and Children's Friends Association. In Cracow Talents Factory Cultural Centre we employ qualified and experienced instructors, so the participants have opportunity to develop their talents and passions through attractive forms of activities. The activities offered by Cultural Centre include various dance, theatre, singing, journalist, chess, musical (in cooperation with Musical School), English, gymnastics, unihockey, judo, ballet (in cooperation with Cracow Dance Academy) classes.
- Farma Życia (1 volunteer)- The main goal of The Community of Hope Foundation is to ensure disabled people (adult and autistic) different forms of social, therapeutical and educational support, particularly in the context of our Life Farm facility (Farma Życia) which is located in Więckowice, in south part of Krakow. Furthermore, we work on improving the self-reliance and the occupational chances of disabled people for many years now.
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
